In 1442, Pierre de Beauvau, first chamberlain of King Charles VIl obtained authorisation to fortify the castle.

In1510, his descendant, Francois de Beauvau, captain under King Frangois |, constructed the impressive

stables that gave the kings of France its stallions. In the 16th century, the legendary character Gargantua was first

immortalized here by the French humanist Rabelais. Inthe 17th century, Le Rivau was saved by Richelieu whose sister
Frangoise was married to Jean de Beauvau, Lord of Rivau.

Years later, after a ten year restoration, Le Rivau was returned to its original splendour. Its restoration was rewardedin
1996 by the American Friends of French Heritage Grand Prize, andin 2001 by the Demeure Historique Grand Prize.
